• MOCC enrollment: Gretchen Spedowske reported that spring enrollment looks pretty 
good. Administration is working diligently with our local districts.  

• Graphics and Welding program enrollment are at a high. We currently have 58 
students signed up for the Graphics program and 63 for the Welding program, and 17 
second-year students are returning.  

• Programming Changes at MOCC 
 Automated Manufacturing Technology enrollment is low. We are taking a pause to 

reimagine the program. While in the process, we anticipate offering welding students a 
manufacturing focused welding course.
